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LECHLADE-ON-THAMES

DISTANCE: 11/4 miles (2km)
SLOPE: None steeper than 1:12    
WIDTH: Mostly wider than 2m but 
minimum of 0.75m

A lovely rural stretch of the young 
River Thames with fine views 
and the opportunity to visit St 
John’s Lock, the first lock on the 
river. Avoid winter when flooding 
possible.
